GROUP 4:    “THE STARS”
Primary school students(4-12 years old)
Goals:

· learn about reflectors

· understand the importance of the light in reflections

· be familiar to the use of the telescopes
· better knowledge on the solar system

The children already have basic knowledge of the solar system. Our goal is to present them the telescopes. First of all, we have to introduce the reflectors. In younger ages we can use aluminum foil rather than mirrors (older children can work with the mirrors) which will be put on a solid object in order to see themselves in the mirror image. We can use light and darkness so that they understand the importance of the light in reflections. In darkness they cannot see their reflections. 

Afterwards, we will make a construction of the solar system. Children will be separated in groups and each group will have to make two planets. The balloons will be in different sizes and children will paint them in the color of each planet. The teacher can explain individually to each group about their planet so that they can introduce it to the rest of the class.
The constructions will be put together in order to create the solar system. In younger children, teachers have to create a telescope using paper towel roll and aluminum foil so that they can understand the process of star watching. The telescope will be put in the place of the earth and the rest of the solar system higher so they can watch it via the telescope. Finally, we have to say that older children or children who show extra interest can create their own telescope (like their teacher’s) and decorate it the way they want.
Telescope construction:
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A Newtonian Reflector
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*In place of the mirror there will be the aluminum foil for the younger children.
